CAP WITH CONCRETE SILLS (END BENT 2) AND LOCATED APPROXIMATELY
60’-0” DOWNSTREAM FROM THE PROPOSED STRUCTURE SHALL BE REMOVED.
THE EXISTING BRIDGE IS PRESENTLY POSTED BELOW THE LEGAL LOAD
LIMIT. SHOULD THE STRUCTURAL INTEGRITY OF THE BRIDGE FURTHER
DETERIORATE, THIS LOAD LIMITATION MAY BE REDUCED AS FOUND
NECESSARY DURING THE LIFE OF THE PROJECT. SEE SPECTIAL PROVISION

REMOVAL OF THE EXISTING BRIDGE SHALL BE PERFORMED SO AS NOT
TO ALLOW DEBRIS TO FALL INTO THE WATER. THE CONTRACTOR

SHALL REMOVE THE BRIDGE AND SUBMIT PLANS FOR DEMOLITION IN
ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE 402-2 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS.

THE INFORMATION OF THE EXISTING BRIDGE INDICATED ON THE
PLANS IS FROM THE BEST INFORMATION AVAILABLE. SINCE THIS
INFORMATION IS SHOWN FOR THE CONVENIENCE OF THE CONTRACTOR,
THE CONTRACTOR SHALL HAVE NO CLAIM WHATSOEVER AGAINST THE
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR ANY DELAYS OR ADDITIONAL
COST INCURRED BASED ON DIFFERENCES BETWEEN THE EXTISTING
BRIDGE INFORMATION INDICATED ON THE PLANS AND THE ACTUAL
CONDITIONS AT THE PROJECT SITE.

INASMUCH AS THE PAINT SYSTEM ON THE EXISTING STRUCTURAL STEEL
CONTAINS LEAD, THE CONTRACTOR’S ATTENTION IS DIRECTED TO
ARTICLE 107-1 OF THE STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS. ANY COSTS
RESULTING FROM COMPLTIANCE WITH APPLICABLE STATE OR FEDERAL
REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO HANDLING OF MATERIALS CONTAINING
LEAD BASED PAINT SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE BID PRICE FOR
“REMOVAL OF EXISTING STRUCTURE AT STATION 10+63.50 -L-.”
