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1. Insert planting bar . Remove planting bar
as shown and pull handle and place seedling at
toward planter. correct depth.

PLANTING BAG
During planting, seedlings
shall be kept in a moist
canvas bag or similar
container to prevent the
root systems from drying.

KBC PLANTING BAR
Planting bar shall have a
blade with a triangular
cross section, and shall

ROOT PRUNING
All seedlings shall be root
