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2. Remove planting bar
and place seedling at
correct depth.

3. Insert planting bar
2 inches toward planter
from seedling.

Push handle forward
firming soil at top.

4, Pull handle of bar

toward planter, firming
soil at bottom.

6. Leave compaction
hole open. Water
thoroughly.
