ACTUAL CONDITIONS AT THE PROJECT SITE.

IT IS THE CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO
FOLLOW ALL STATE AND FEDERAL SAFETY
REQUIREMENTS.

WORK ON THE BRIDGE SHALL BE PERFORMED SO AS
NOT TO ALLOW DEBRIS TO FALL BELOW, EXCEPT
WHERE THE CONTRACTOR’S PLAN USES
PLATFORMS, NETS, SCREENS OR OTHER PROTECTIVE
DEVICES TO CATCH THE MATERIAL. THE CONTRACTOR
SHALL SUBMIT PLANS FOR CONSTRUCTION IN
ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE 402-2 OF THE STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS AND THE PROJECT SPECIAL
PROVISIONS.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PERFORM ALL WORK WITH
CARE SO THAT THE EXISTING STRUCTURE WHICH IS
T0 REMAIN IN PLACE WILL NOT BE DAMAGED. IF THE
CONTRACTOR DAMAGES ANY PART OF THE EXISTING
STRUCTURE WHICH IS TO REMAIN IN PLACE, THE
DAMAGED AREA SHALL BE REPAIRED OR REPLACED

IN A MANNER SATISFACTORY TO THE ENGINEER AT
NO ADDITIONAL COST TO THE DEPARTMENT.

ANY DAMAGE TO EXISTING REINFORCING STEEL,
DURING CONTRACTOR’S OPERATIONS, SHALL BE
REPAIRED AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER AND
PERFORMED AT NO ADDITIONAL COST TO THE
DEPARTMENT.

FOR CONTROL OF TRAFFIC AND LIMITS ON PHASING
OF CONSTRUCTION, SEE TRANSPORTATION
MANAGEMENT PLANS.

PRIOR TO BEGINNING WORK, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
SUBMIT FOR REVIEW AND APPROVAL A COMPLETE
SEQUENCE OF TASKS FOR EACH OPERATION AFFECTING
THE BRIDGE SURFACE AND/OR TRAFFIC.

FOR SUBMITTAL OF WORKING DRAWINGS, SEE SPECIAL

ALL PAVEMENT MARKING WILL BE IN ACCORDANCE
WITH THE PAVEMENT MARKING NOTES.

EXISTING JOINTS AND DECK DRAINS SHALL BE
SEALED PRIOR TO BEGINNING SURFACE PREPARATIONS
OF THE BRIDGE DECK. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE
CARE THAT ANY CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS THAT
COLLECTS IN THE DRAINS IS CONTAINED.DRAINS IN
SHOULDERS OF ADJACENT TRAVEL LANE(S) SHALL BE
KEPT FREE AND CLEAR OF DEBRIS.

LONGITUDINAL CONSTRUCTION JOINTS OF OVERLAYS
SHALL BE LOCATED ALONG THE CENTERLINE OR EDGE
OF TRAVEL LANES.

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE CARE DURING JOINT
REHAB OPERATIONS NOT TO DROP ANY MATERIAL
BELOW THE BRIDGE WITHOUT PROTECTIVE DEVICES
BELOW TO CATCH THE MATERIAL. ANY MATERIAL THAT
FALLS BELOW THE BRIDGE SHALL BE CONTAINED,
REMOVED AND DISPOSED OF BY THE CONTRACTOR AT
NO EXTRA COST TO THE DEPARTMENT. IF THE
ENGINEER DETERMINES THAT PROTECTIVE DEVICES
ARE NOT ADEQUATE OR NOT BEING EMPLOYED, THE
WORK SHALL BE SUSPENDED UNTIL ADEQUATE
PROTECTION IS PROVIDED.
