LANE AND SHOULDER CLOSURE REQUIREMENTS

A) REMOVE LANE CLOSURE DEVICES FROM THE LANE WHEN WORK IS NOT BEING
PERFORMED BEHIND THE LANE CLOSURE OR WHEN A LANE CLOSURE IS NO
LONGER NEEDED, OR AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER.

B) WHEN PERSONNEL AND/OR EQUIPMENT ARE WORKING WITHIN 15 FT OF AN
AN OPEN TRAVEL LANE, CLOSE THE NEAREST OPEN SHOULDER USING ROADWAY
STANDARD DRAWING NO. 1101.04 UNLESS THE WORK AREA IS PROTECTED BY
BARRIER OR GUARDRAIL OR A LANE CLOSURE IS INSTALLED.

C) WHEN PERSONNEL AND/OR EQUIPMENT ARE WORKING ON THE SHOULDER
ADJACENT TO AN UNDIVIDED FACILITY AND WITHIN 5 FT OF AN
OPEN TRAVEL LANE, CLOSE THE NEAREST OPEN TRAVEL LANE USING ROADWAY
STANDARD DRAWING NO. 1101.02 UNLESS THE WORK AREA IS PROTECTED BY
BARRIER OR GUARDRAIL.

D) WHEN PERSONNEL AND/OR EQUIPMENT ARE WORKING WITHIN A LANE OF TRAVEL
OF AN UNDIVIDED OR DIVIDED FACILITY, CLOSE THE LANE ACCORDING TO
THE TRAFFIC CONTROL PLANS, ROADWAY STANDARD DRAWINGS OR AS DIRECTED
BY THE ENGINEER. CONDUCT THE WORK SO THAT ALL PERSONNEL AND/OR
EQUIPMENT REMAIN WITHIN THE CLOSED TRAVEL LANE.

E) DO NOT INSTALL MORE THAN ONE LANE CLOSURE, IN ANY ONE DIRECTION,
ON NC 41.

F) NOTIFY THE ENGINEER TWENTY ONE (21) CALENDAR DAYS PRIOR TO ANY
TRAFFIC PATTERN ALTERATION.

G) PROVIDE PERMANENT SIGNING.

H) STATE FORCES WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DETOUR SIGNING WITHIN AND
OFF THE PROJECT LIMITS.

I) STATE FORCES WILL COVER OR REMOVE ALL DETOUR SIGNS WITHIN AND
OFF THE PROJECT LIMITS WHEN A DETOUR IS NOT IN OPERATION.

J) ENSURE ALL NECESSARY SIGNING IS IN PLACE PRIOR TO ALTERING ANY
TRAFFIC PATTERN.

K) PLACE TYPE III BARRICADES, WITH "ROAD CLOSED" SIGN R11-2 ATTACHED,
OF SUFFICIENT LENGTH TO CLOSE ENTIRE ROADWAY.

L) INSTALL PAVEMENT MARKINGS AND PAVEMENT MARKERS ON THE FINAL

MAINTAIN DRIVEWAY ACCESS TO ALL RESIDENCES WITHIN THE
PROJECT LIMITS DURING PROJECT CONSTRUCTION.

STEP 1:

USING RSD 1101.02, SHEET 1 OF 9, RELOCATE -DRV1- AND TIE-IN
TO NC 41 AT -L- STA.15+25+/-. SEE ROADWAY PLANS.

STEP 2:

1) NOTIFY STATE FORCES TO INSTALL DETOUR SIGNS ON NC 411 AND
SR 1126

2) USING RSD 1101.03, SHEET 1 OF 9, AND SHEET TCP-3, INSTALL
ROAD CLOSURES SIGNS, PLACE TYPE III BARRICADES TO CLOSE
NC 41 TO THROUGH TRAFFIC FROM -L- STA.11+00+/- TO
-L- STA.44+50+/-.

STEP 3:

AWAY FROM TRAFFIC, PERFORM THE FOLLOWINGS:

SEE ROADWAY AND STRUCTURES PLANS.

1) REMOVE EXISTING STRUCTURES NO.12 & NO.26 AND CONSTRUCT
PROPOSED STRUCTURES

2) CONSTRUCT PROPOSED -L- UP TO AND INCLUDING THE FINAL
LAYER OF SURFACE COURSE AND PLACE FINAL PAVEMENT MARKINGS
(POLYUREA) & FINAL PAVEMENT MARKERS (PERMANENT RAISED)

ON PROPOSED -L- (NC 41) FROM -L- STA.11+00+/- TO
-L- STA.44+50+/- AND TIE TO THE EXISTING MARKINGS.

STEP 4:

1) NOTIFY STATE FORCES TO REMOVE DETOUR SIGNS INSTALLED IN
STEP 2

2) REMOVE ALL TEMPORARY TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES AND OPEN
-L- (NC 41) TO TWO-LANE, TWO-WAY TRAFFIC.
