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ArcView 8.1 Evaluation Edition Installation Guide

ABOUT THE INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Allow about 35 minutes to install and register ArcView 8.1. Actual time will vary depending on processor, hard drive, and CD drive speeds. If Microsoft Windows Installer and Microsoft Internet Explorer (IE) 5.0 (or higher) are not currently installed on your computer, you will be prompted to install them from this CD, which adds about 20 minutes to the installation.

Note: Installing IE on your system in no way obligates you to use it as your Internet browser. You may continue using the browser of your choice.

The ArcView 8.1 software included on this CD-ROM is intended for educational purposes only. Once installed and registered, the software will run for 180 days. The software cannot be reinstalled nor can the time limit be extended. It is recommended that you uninstall this software when it expires. You must uninstall it before installing any other copies of Version 8.1 (or higher) of ArcView, ArcEditor, or ArcInfo software. You do not need to uninstall versions of ArcView GIS 3.x before installing ArcView 8.1; both can be used simultaneously.

The procedure outlined below installs all programs included with the standard installation of ArcView 8.1 with the exception of Seagate Crystal Reports. You may optionally register and evaluate the ArcGIS extensions: ArcGIS 3D Analyst, ArcGIS Spatial Analyst, ArcGIS Geostatistical Analyst, and/or ArcPress for ArcGIS. The ArcGIS StreetMap extension is not available for evaluation.

Before you install this software, go to http://campus.esri.com/support/ArcGIS_install for the most current installation information. Also make sure your computer system meets the following minimum requirements:

MINIMUM HARDWARE REQUIREMENTS

· Pentium(R) (or higher) 450MHz 

· 128 MB RAM 

· 693 MB NTFS or 754 MB FAT disk space available* 

· 50 MB of free disk space on system drive (typically c:) where winnt/system32 folder is located 

· OpenGL card and 256 MB RAM are highly recommended for running the ArcGIS 3D Analyst extension 

* To determine whether your disk drive is NTFS or FAT, start Windows Explorer, right-click the drive letter, then click Properties on the context menu. The file system (NTFS or FAT) is displayed in the upper portion of the dialog.
MINIMUM SOFTWARE REQUIREMENTS

· Microsoft Windows 2000 or Microsoft Windows NT with Intel 4.0 Service Pack 6a 

· Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.0 (or higher). (Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.5 is included with the installation.) Note: If you are using a non-English operating system, you must install the appropriate language version of Internet Explorer 5.0 (or higher) before installing ArcView 8.1.

INSTALL THE SOFTWARE

Note: If you do not have administrative privileges on your computer, you will not be able to install this software. If a system administrator normally installs new software on your system, the administrator should install this software as well.

1. Close all open applications. 

2. Put the ArcView 8.1 CD into the CD drive to automatically launch the setup program. (If the setup program does not launch automatically, double-click Setup.exe on the CD.) 

3. If you are prompted to install Microsoft Windows Installer, click Yes and restart your computer when prompted. (If the ArcGIS install does not resume automatically when your computer restarts, double-click Setup.exe on the CD.) 

4. On the Installation Type panel, click "Install ArcView for individual use," then click Next. 

5. If prompted to do so, click "Install Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.5." (ArcView 8.1 cannot be installed if these files are not updated.) 

6. On the Microsoft System Files panel, click "Update Microsoft system files." 

7. On the System Reboot panel, click "Restart computer," then read the Login panel text and click OK to restart the computer. (If the ArcGIS install does not resume automatically after your computer restarts, double-click Setup.exe on the CD.) 

8. On the Welcome to ArcView Setup program panel, click Next. 

9. Read the license agreement. If you accept its terms, click "I accept the License Agreement, then click Next to continue with the installation process. (ArcView 8.1 cannot be installed if you do not accept the terms of the license agreement.) 

10. To "Select Installation Type," click Complete, then click Next. 

11. To "Select Folder," enter the path to the location you want ArcView 8.1 installed. Optionally, use the "Look in" dropdown to navigate to the location. (Neither the installation folder nor the pathname can contain spaces.) Click Next. 

12. To "Start Installation," click Next. The install updates and installs the necessary components on your computer. 

13. When you see the panel with the message, "ArcView has been successfully installed," click Finish. The "Additional Installation Components" panel appears. Make sure that the box for ArcGIS Tutorial Data is checked, then click OK. When you see the panel with the message, "Welcome to the ArcGIS Tutorial Data Setup program," read the panel text, then click Next. 

14. To "Select Installation Type," click Complete, then click Next. 

15. To "Select Folder," enter the path to the location were you want the Tutorial Data installed. Optionally, use the "Look in" dropdown to navigate to the location. (Note: Neither the installation folder nor the pathname can contain spaces.) Click Next. 

16. To "Start Installation," click Next. The install program updates and installs the necessary Tutorial Data. 

17. When you see the panel with the message, "ArcGIS Tutorial Data has been successfully installed," click Finish. 

18. The ArcView Registration panel now appears. You can choose to register the software now or later; however you must register the software before you can use it.
<!--- To register the software now, go to Step 19a. To register the software later, go to Step 19b.  -->To register the software now, click "Register Now." You can register the software via the Internet or by fax, or mail. Registering via the internet is the easiest and fastest way to register the software. To complete the registration process, follow the steps under one of these two sections below: REGISTER THE SOFTWARE VIA THE INTERNET or REGISTER THE SOFTWARE BY FAX OR MAIL.
To register the software later, click "Register Later" and follow the steps under the section below titled REGISTER THE SOFTWARE LATER. 

REGISTER THE SOFTWARE VIA THE INTERNET

To register the software via the Internet, make sure you are connected to the Internet before performing these steps: 

1. On the "Welcome to ArcView Registration" wizard panel, click "I have installed ArcView and need to register the software," then click Next to continue. 

2. On the "Registration Method" panel, click "Register now using the Internet," then click Next to continue. 

3. On the "Registration Information" panel, complete the form, then click Next to continue. (Note: Only English characters are permitted in the registration wizard forms.) 

4. On the "Registration Information continued" panel, complete the form, then click Next to continue. 

5. On the "ArcView Registration Number" panel, enter the 12-digit ArcView registration code printed on the inside of the ArcView CD holder, then click Next. 

6. On the "Evaluate ArcGIS extensions panel," click "I would like to evaluate one or more of the following extensions for a limited time." Be sure to check the boxes next to every extension listed, then click Next. (It is more difficult to activate these extensions later. Additionally, if you do not activate the extensions now, you will not get the full 180 days available for each because when the core ArcView 8.1 software expires, so do all the extensions.) Your software will now be registered automatically via the Internet. 

7. Click Finish to complete registration. 

8. On the "ArcGIS Setup is complete panel," click OK to verify that the ArcGIS setup is complete. 

9. Finally, follow the steps under the section below entitled TEST THE INSTALLATION/REGISTRATION below to verify that your software is installed and registered properly. 

REGISTER THE SOFTWARE BY FAX OR MAIL

On the "Welcome to ArcView Registration" wizard panel, click "I have installed ArcView and need to register the software," then click Next to continue. 

1. On The "Registration Method" panel, click "Fax or mail your registration to ESRI," then click Next. 

2. On the "Fax/Mail Registration Information" panel, complete the form, then click Next to continue. (Note: Only English characters are permitted in the registration wizard forms.) 

3. On the "Fax/Mail Registration Information continued" panel, complete the form, then click Next to continue. 

4. On the "ArcView Registration Number" panel, enter the 12-digit ArcView registration code printed on the inside of the ArcView CD holder, then click Next. 

5. On the "Evaluate ArcGIS extensions" panel, click "I would like to evaluate one or more of the following extensions for a limited time," be sure to check the boxes next to every extension listed, then click Next. (It is more difficult to activate these extensions later. Additionally, if you do not activate the extensions now, you will not get the full 180 days available for each because when the core ArcView 8.1 software expires, so do all the extensions.) 

6. On the "Fax/Mail Registration" panel, click Save to save the registration form as a text file, then click Next. 

7. On the "ArcGIS setup is complete" panel, click OK. The registration process ends. 

8. Fax the registration text file document to ESRI at 909-335-1716 or mail to ESRI, Attn: Customer Service, 380 New York Street, Redlands, CA 92373. ESRI will mail or fax you a hardcopy authorization. When you receive it, you can complete the registration process by continuing with steps 10-20 below. 

9. After receiving your hardcopy authorization, from the Start menu, click Programs, then click ArcGIS. 

10. In the ArcGIS program group, click "Desktop Administrator". 

11. In the ArcGIS Desktop Administrator, click "Register ArcView and Extensions," then click "Register Now." 

12. In the "Welcome to ArcView" registration wizard panel, click "I have received an authorization file from ESRI and now I am ready to finish the registration process," then click Next. 

13. In the "Specify Authorization File" panel, click "I received the authorization file by fax or mail," then click Next. 

14. In the "Enter authorization information" panel, select "ArcView (Single Use)" from the dropdown and fill in the form with the information contained in your authorization file as requested. 

15. Repeat Step 15 for each extension you want to register. (You will not be able to use the extensions you installed unless you register them.) 

16. Click Next. 

17. On the "Authorization Complete" panel, under "Do you want to enter authorization information for any additional products?" click No, then click Finish. 

18. Click OK to close the ArcGIS Desktop Administrator. 

19. Finally, follow the steps under the section below entitled TEST THE INSTALLATION/REGISTRATION below to verify that your software is installed and registered properly. 

REGISTER THE SOFTWARE LATER

1. From the Start menu, click Programs, then click ArcGIS. 

2. In the ArcGIS Program group, click "Desktop Administrator." 

3. In the ArcGIS Desktop Administrator, click "Register ArcView and Extensions," then click "Register Now." 

4. Complete steps 1-9 in the section entitled REGISTER THE SOFTWARE VIA THE INTERNET or complete steps 1-20 in the section called REGISTER THE SOFTWARE BY FAX OR MAIL depending on which registration method you want to use. 

TEST THE INSTALLATION/REGISTRATION

ArcView 8.1 contains three software applications: ArcMap, ArcCatalog, and Arc Toolbox. To confirm that the software was successfully installed, you need to test all three applications.

Test ArcMap Installation 

1. From the Start menu, click Programs, then click the ArcGIS program group. 

2. Click ArcMap to open it. 

3. Click OK on the "Start Using ArcMap" dialog to dismiss it. 

4. From the ArcMap File menu, click Exit to close ArcMap. 

Test ArcCatalog Installation 

1. From the Start menu, click Programs, then click the ArcGIS program group. 

2. Click ArcCatalog to open it. 

3. From the ArcCatalog File menu, click Exit to close ArcCatalog. 

Test ArcToolbox Installation 

1. From the Start menu, click Programs, then click the ArcGIS program group. 

2. Click ArcToolbox to open it. 

3. From the ArcToolbox File menu, click Exit to close ArcToolbox. 

If the three ArcView applications do not open, refer to http://campus.esri.com/support/ArcGIS_install for the latest installation information. Uninstall the software and reinstall repeating the steps above making sure you include any changes that may be listed at the Web site.
