I am responding to your requests dated September 10, 2010 and March 1, 2011 for modifications to the existing
Department of the Army (DA) permit 1ssued for the above referenced project on March 25, 2009

The referenced Section 404 permit authorizes impacts to 0.9 acres of jurisdictional wetlands and 273 linear feet
of stream channel. The permit modification 1s proposed to include additional impacts that were not authorized by the
March 25, 2009 Department of the Army permit. The project impacts proposed mn the modification requests mnclude

an additional 0.2 acres of wetland impacts for the widening of Camden Road and 11 feet of stream impacts for bank
stabilization.

I'have determined that the proposed project modifications described above are minor and are not contrary to the
public mterest and therefore, the DA permit is hereby modified.

The permit modifications are as follows:

1. Compensatory mitigation for the loss of 0.20 acres of riparian, non-rivermne wetlands associated with the
proposed project shall be provided by the Ecosystem Enhancement Program (EEP), as outlined 1n the letter dated
February 23, 2011 from William D. Gilmore, EEP Director. Pursuant to the EEP In-Lieu Fee Instrument, signed on
July 28, 2010, the EEP will provide 0.40 acres of restoration equivalent riparian, non-riverme wetland mitigation, m
the Upper Cape Fear River basin (Hydrologic Cataloging Unit 03030004) by one year of the date of this permit
modification. A mimmum of 1.1 (impact to mitigation) must be mn the form of wetland restoration. The NCDOT
shall, within 30 days of the 1ssue date of this permit modification, certify that sufficient funds have been provided to
EEP to complete the required mitigation, pursuant to Paragraph V of the MOA.

2. All work authorized by this permit modification must be performed 1n strict compliance with the attached
plans, which are part of the permut.

It 1s understood that all terms and conditions of the original permit remain applicable and that the expiration
date 1s unchanged.
